Situation 1-1: Interview

Situation 1-1: Role-playing

Student A It’s your first day at a new school. While you wait for
the teacher to arrive, introduce yourself to the person
sitting next to you (Student B) and ask his or her
name.

Student B A new student (A) introduces him- or herself and asks
what your name is. Respond and ask if he or she is
new. If he or she doesn’t tell you his or her name, ask
what it is.

Situation 1-2: Role-playing

Student A You are at a party. Ask Student B what his or her
name is, how old he or she is, and where he or she is
from. Respond to his or her questions.

Student B You are at a party. Tell Student A your name, age,
and where you’re from. Find out the same information
from him or her.

Situation 1-3: Role-playing

Student A You are new at school and are looking for someone
with whom to walk or ride to school. Introduce your-
self to Student B and ask him or her how he or she
gets to school (ask for his or her name, too). Ask him
or her how other students in your class get to school,
as well.

Student B Tell Student A how you and other students get to
school. Ask how Student A gets to school.
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
