Superintendent Sattler’s report as follows:  (1) The insurance adjustor from Alicap came to look at window leakage at the elementary.  They will also be looking for any mold damage around the windows.  Mr. Sattler was instructed by the adjustor to get bids on repairs to the windows.  (2) Damage at the football field included the fence down; a storage unit rolled over, the scoreboard down, and power to the crows nest.  The roof over the stadium is already being repaired.  (3)  Mr. Sattler would like to meet with the budget committee prior to the July board meeting.
